Enhancing Teacher Engagement Overview:
Innovative Demo Classes

On 3l1st July we hosted a series of demo
classes aimed at enhancing teacher
engagement through innovative teaching
techniques and interactive activities. The
event was designed to provide teachers
with practical tools and strategies to foster
a more engaging and dynamic learning
environment. Introduction: The day began
with a brief welcome speech by the
principal, who emphasized the importance
of continuous professional development
and the role of engaging teaching methods
in student success.
